The University of St.Gallen and its School of Finance are seeking candidates for an assistant 
professorship in the field of Private Markets. The new professor will be part of the School of 
Finance and the new Center for Financial Services Innovation (FSI-HSG). The candidate is ex-
pected to participate in the Center’s activities and contribute to research, teaching, and 
knowledge transfer into the industry and society. An affiliation with the Swiss Finance Insti-
tute (SFI) is an option. 

To be considered for this position, applicants should have a Ph.D. in finance (or be near com-
pletion) and an excellent track record in research and teaching in Private Markets (Private Eq-
uity, Private Debt, Infrastructure, etc). The position involves the usual teaching load in English 
at all levels with the opportunity to teach at the executive level. 

The appointment is a tenure track position with the option to be promoted to associate profes-
sor after 6 years (with an intermediate evaluation after 3 years).
